The Care Coordinator’s role is to help Our Second Home client’s access services in order to strengthen family life and provide a healthy, nurturing, and supportive environment for themselves and their children.  The Care Coordinator can help clients locate resources in their community such as MediCal, Healthy Families, Financial Resources, or Housing and make sure that services are followed through.  The Care Coordinator also provides consultation to families, providers, and teachers.  Care Coordinator also provides developmental screenings to children 0-5 years old.

A parent educator utilizes the Parent as Teachers (PAT) curriculum and Raising a Reader.  Families may participate in community groups or home visitation services.   Parent-Child Play Groups in the community could last 10-12 weeks.  In these groups families participate in fun and informative activities designed to strengthen the bond between parents and their children as well as to support parents in their role as their child’s first teacher.  Parent Educator also provides home visiting services which may be available to families who need more intensive support.  Home visits are provided weekly focusing on child development, literacy and parenting skills for 12-15 weeks.  Families are assessed according to their unique needs, and developmental screenings are provided for each eligible child in the family.

Through a collaboration with JFCS (Jewish Family and Children Services), OSH is able to provide mental health services.   Funded through a grant from the Mental Health Services Act (MHSA), this more intensive level of intervention and services is provided by a mental health clinician who utilizes a Child-Parent Psychotherapy (CPP) approach, which includes one or both caregivers and focuses on safety, affect regulation, enhancing child/caregiver relationships and interactions while healing trauma and supporting a healthy developmental trajectory.  Any family with a child under 5, including women who are pregnant, can be referred for this service.  Families do not need to have MediCal, though MediCal will be billed when possible.  Weekly sessions are generally held in the family’s home.
